July 5, back on the route headed for BumiglCity,
UT., for fuel. Back in the plane push starter bnftnow
battery is nearly dead but it starts, we take aff ahut down
electrical and head for Elko, NV, for the night.rri&e and
battery is dead...this being the recognized holidée
maintenance shop is closed. Next morning, geebatiut on
charge, we depart July 7 arriving at our place @tif@rnia that
morning. Since replace the alternator and all él,vexcept
for my butt cheeks are still sore! Believe it at this was the
short version of the saga, the remainder can oalyold in
person.
